Drowning affects all New Zealanders irrespective of age, ethnicity, gender or social    

economic status.It is consistently the third highest cause of unintentional death in New 

Zealand, surpassed only by road vehicle crashes and accidental falls. 

 

Water Safety NZ and itôs members have achieved considerable success since its inception 

in 1949. Over the last 29 years a 60% reduction in drowning has occurred since a record 

high in 1985 of 215 and a record low of 87 in 2010.
